WEATHER RELATED BRUSH PICKUP NOVEMBER 2-6 

Due to the recent high winds in October, the Village of 
Antioch Public Works Department will conduct a one-time brush 
pickup in the Village. Please have your brush placed at curbside 
by 7:00 am Monday November 2nd, with the large diameter end 
of the tree limbs/branches, pointing to the street. Tree limbs 
are to be no larger than 4" in diameter. Larger sized limbs, 
tangled brush piles and brush with roots will NOT be picked up. 
This is only for storm-related debris. Once the crews go down 
your street, they will NOT be back.  

Please remember that Waste Management will pickup yard 
waste up to your last pickup day in November. They will pickup 
brush that is tied into bundles no more than 4 feet long, 2 feet in 
diameter, and weighing no more than 50 pounds. Tree branches 
within each bundle cannot be larger than 2 inches in diameter.

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HEALTH DEPARTMENT FLU UPDATE: 10/16/09 
 Illinois is continuing to experience an increase in influenza-

like illness and laboratory confirmed influenza. According to the 
Illinois Department of Public Health, there have been 
approximately 448 hospitalizations and 19 deaths in Illinois 
attributable to H1N1 (swine) flu this year. In Lake County, there 
have been 26 hospitalizations and one death. The Lake County 
Health Department is encouraging residents to protect 
themselves from the H1N1 virus by getting vaccinated this fall. 
Governor’s Proclamation  

On October 14, Governor Pat Quinn signed a public health 
emergency proclamation in a proactive effort to ensure there are 
enough certified and licensed health care professionals able to 
administer the H1N1 flu vaccine. This gubernatorial proclamation 
allows the Illinois Department of Public Health and the Illinois 
Department of Financial and Professional Regulation to permit 
additional certified and licensed health care professionals to 
administer the H1N1 vaccine.   

While this proclamation does not indicate an increase in the 
spread or severity of flu in Illinois, it allows for a larger population 
of people to be vaccinated in a short period of time. During this 
emergency period, the following health care professionals will be 
able to administer the new H1N1 vaccine: 

·  Emergency Medical Technicians (intermediate and 
paramedic levels are able to vaccinate)  

·  Pharmacists (can administer to persons 9-years old or 
older)  

·  Dentists  
·  Advanced practice, registered and licensed nurses  
·  Medical residents  
·  Physician assistants  
·  Properly trained and supervised pharmacy, nursing and 

third or fourth year medical students  
What You Can Do  
Practice Healthy Habits  

In addition to getting your seasonal flu shot, help prevent the 
spread of flu in the workplace, schools and throughout the 
community by: 

·  Washing your hands frequently   
·  Staying home if you are sick  
·  Covering your cough and sneeze  

Additional important items to remember about flu include: 
·  Overall, people are most contagious during the first 

three days of illness, so staying home during this time is 
especially important to not spread the flu to coworkers, 
friends or fellow students.  

·  People with flu-like symptoms should stay home from 
school, work and social gatherings until 24 hours after 
resolution of their fever (less than 100 F) without fever 
reducing medications.  

·  The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention 
recommends that children 9 and younger receive two 
doses of 2009 H1N1 vaccine, which should be 
separated by one month. One dose is recommended for 
everyone else.

THE FIRE DEPT NEEDS YOUR HELP! 

The Fire department wants to remind everyone that Snow-
covered fire hydrants, blocked access routes, and covered 
address markings will slow down not only the department’s 
response, but also our ability to provide the necessary 
emergency service. There is something that you can do to help. 

Everyone in the community, residents, business owners, 
and snow removal crews can assist the Fire Department by 
clearing away the fire hydrants, and keeping an area approx. four 
feet around the hydrant clear. Furthermore, when possible, keep 
the sidewalks, driveways, and entrances to a business or 
residence clear. The snow removal companies can help by 
making sure they are not placing the plowed snow in any of the 
above-mentioned areas, which would create the hazards we are 
trying to avoid. The recent snowstorms combined with little or no 
snow melting has led to a situation where the snow on the ground 
has passed the height of a hydrant.  

 In this situation, the clearing of hydrants becomes crucial; 
and by taking the extra effort, we may all be preventing a tragedy. 

The fire department wants to remind everyone that 
shoveling snow can be a very labor-intensive process, and 
anyone who may doubt his or her physical condition should take 
it slow and get someone to help you.

 ORDINANCE - SNOW REMOVAL 
• Persons Required to Remove Snow. The owners, 

occupants, or lessees of lots which abut a public sidewalk are 
required to clear snow after two inches has accumulated. 
Additionally, the owner is required to clear off accumulations of 
ice, sleet, or freezing rain. The responsible person is required to 
maintain the sidewalk in a reasonably clear condition.  

• Area required to be cleared. The responsible person is 
required to clear the lesser of 72 inches or the full width of the 
sidewalk. Additionally, owners most closely abutting sidewalk 
ramps are required to clear the ramps.  

• Timing. Clearance should occur within 24 hours after the 
cessation of an event that deposits at least two inches of snow.
