ANTIOCH PARKS & RECREATION 
New Parks Office Hours  begin 

September 1st  (we will be closed on 
Monday, the 7th  in observance of Labor 
Day).  Our office hours will be:  Monday, 

Wednesday and Friday – 9:00 a.m. until 5:00 p.m. and Tuesday 
& Thursday from noon – 5:00 p.m.  Closed on Saturday & 
Sunday. 

There is still availability in our Time For Me Two is a 
Parent/Tot Program  for 2 and 3 year olds.  Child must be 2 by 
September 1, 2009.  This class is a unique experience between a 
parent/guardian and child.  Classes are from 9 – 10:30 a.m., 
once a week on Fridays.  In class your child will learn to play with 
children their own age while experiencing a semi-structured class 
schedule which will prepare them for future pre-school classes.  
Children will experience many age appropriate activities in social 
playtime, music, art projects, show and tell and story time.  
Classes are filled on a first come first serve basis.  Parents will 
sign up for a snack day in class.  Class will begin on Friday, 
September 25th and run through the beginning of May, 2010.  
You will be informed of the start of each new session and 
payment is due in full the FIRST DAY or sooner.  Your child is 
automatically enrolled into the next session, unless you inform us 
otherwise.  If you fail to make payment on or before the first day 
of each new session, your child’s slot in the program may be 
given to someone on our waiting list.  Payment sessions are 
every 7 weeks.  Classes are held at the Scout House at 770 
Cunningham Dr. with Miss Laura.   Ages 2 and 3 year olds and 
parent /guardian.

POLICE DEPARTMENT HELPUL TIP 
“LOCK IT OR LOSE IT” 

Regardless of the season an unlocked car is easy prey for a 
thief. Car doors can be opened and valuable items can be stolen 
within seconds. In this day and age of modern electronics and 
personal communication it’s not unusual for drivers to have 
devices in their cars worth several hundred dollars. From I-Pods 
and I-Phones to laptops and car stereos, when a car is parked 
outside and left unlocked, these items are easily obtainable to 
anyone who can open a car door. The majority of these reported 
thefts are “crimes of opportunity” that could have been prevented 
by locking the vehicle. 

In 2008, 90% of the theft from vehicle reports taken by the 
Antioch Police Department were from “unlocked cars.” The Police 
department urges village residents to follow a few basic tips to 
help keep their valuables when leaving them behind in cars. 

·  If you have a garage that can house your car use it. 
·  If your car must be parked outside secure your 

valuables in a locked compartment or trunk. 
·  Refrain from leaving any valuables in open view. 
·  Don’t leave large amounts of money (loose change) in 

your car. 
Most of all when you park your car take the keys and lock 
the doors. 

“Lock It Or Lose It!”

FALL 2009 ROAD PROJECTS SCHEDULED: 
Hillside Avenue over Sequoit Creek Culvert Replacement - 

Over the past several months Village staff has worked diligently 
to organize the replacement of two sixty inch culverts that allow 
Sequoit Creek to flow under Hillside Avenue.  The Mayor and 
Trustees voted to award Pease Construction Inc.’s bid to 
complete the construction of this project at the August 17, 2009 
Village Board meeting.  The project is estimated to begin in mid 
September 2009 and will take approximately eight weeks to 
complete.      Residents should be aware that this section of 
Hillside Avenue will be closed during this project with a detour 
route in place.  Residents traveling in this area will find it easiest 
to travel the routes of Orchard Street, Main Street (Rt. 83), and 
Poplar Avenue for getting around the closure.  To further 
understand the detour plan please visit the Engineering 
Department section on the Village website 
(http://www.antioch.il.gov/engineering.htm).  If you should have 
any further questions or concerns relating to this project, please 
contact the Engineering Dept. at 847-395-0142.          

North Avenue Reconstruction - This project entails the 
reconstruction of North Avenue from Deep Lake Road to the 
railroad tracks just east of Route 83. The Lake County Division of 
Transportation is responsible for this project. Reconstruction will 
consist of improvements to the roadway, curbing, stormwater 
system, water main, and sidewalk. To compliment the project, the 
Village will participate by relocating and increasing the water 
main along with relocating and adding sidewalk throughout.  Due 
to the heavy reliance on this road by area commuters, Lake 
County has planned the project in phases to keep one lane of 
traffic open at all times. Construction is estimated to begin in 
early September 2009 with a completion date of late fall 2010.  If

PHOSPHORUS BAN  
Last year the Village Board of Trustees passed an ordinance 

banning the use of fertilizer containing phosphorus within Village 
Limits in order to limit the concentration of phosphorus in the 
Village’s lakes, rivers and streams.  Wherever fertilizer is sold 
within village limits, a sign must be posted that reads “The Village 
of Antioch prohibits the application of fertilizer containing 
phosphorus to a lawn or turf area and any impervious surface, 
drainage way, wetland or buffer zone”.  Please be sure when you 
purchase fertilizer that it does not contain phosphorus.

TAKE PRECAUTIONS AGAINST H1N1 INFLUENZA 
Now that the World Health Organization (WHO) has raised 

the level of influenza pandemic alert to Phase 6 and officially 
declared a flu pandemic, the Lake County Health 
Department/Community Health Center continues to remind 
residents to take precautions against the flu. 

“This declaration reminds us that flu viruses like H1N1 need to 
be taken seriously,” said the Health Department’s Executive 
Director Irene Pierce. “We normally don’t think of taking 
precautions against the flu in the summer time, but it is important 
to take everyday steps to protect your health and lessen the 
spread of this new virus. Particularly, summer camps and other 
places where children gather should be extra vigilant this 
summer.” 

Individuals have an important role in protecting themselves 
and their families. Prevention actions to stop the spread of germs 
include frequent hand washing, covering your cough or sneeze 
and staying home if you are sick to limit further spread of the 
disease. If you are sick with a flu-like illness, stay home for seven 
days after your symptoms begin or until you have been symptom-
free for 24 hours, which ever is longer. Symptoms of H1N1 flu 
include fever, cough, sore throat, body aches, headache, chills 
and fatigue. Some people have reported diarrhea and vomiting 
as well.  

As of June 12, 193 confirmed cases of H1N1 virus have been 
reported in Lake County. Nine of these people have been 
hospitalized and one individual has died. While most cases of this 
illness are mild, pregnant women and individuals with chronic 
medical conditions, such as asthma, heart disease, lung disease 
or diabetes, should contact a health care professional about 
treatment if they think they have the flu. 

The Health Department continues to work with its 
counterparts and stakeholders to control the disease. It continues 
to participate in statewide surveillance and case investigation. 
The Department is also preparing for a possible pandemic 
immunization campaign. 

The Department has activated an H1N1 flu hotline for county 
residents to obtain more information on the flu, including the 
signs and symptoms and how to remain healthy. The hotline 
number is: (847) 377-8350. Information is provided in both 
English and Spanish.

HAS YOUR PET EVER BEEN LOST? 
WHAT DO YOU DO?  PROTECTING YOUR PET … 
“Saving one animal won’t change the world, but the world will 

change for that one animal.”  Every pet owner has experienced a 
moment when his or her beloved pet was lost, if only for a 
moment.  These moments can be heart wrenching.  Every pet 
has the potential to roam or run away, especially when disaster 
strikes. 

 So, what do you do if your pet becomes lost?  The first thing 
would be to call your local police department (Antioch Police 
Department if in the village or Lake County Sheriff if in the 
township) and report your pet lost.  This is also what you would 
do if you found someone else’s lost pet.  Second, call Lake 
County Animal Control at 847-949-9925, which maintains a lost 
and found pet service.  And, third, put up postings in the general 
area of your home in case someone has seen or found your lost 
pet so they may call you with information. 

 What can you do to assist in the process of being reunited 
with a lost pet?  Your first line of defense is your pet’s collar tags. 
A tag with your phone number on it makes it quick and easy to 
return your pet. A rabies tag also helps, as its registration number 
can be matched to your dog by the county. 

 The latest technology is microchipping.  A simple chip the 
size of a grain of rice implanted between your pet’s shoulder 
blades could save your pet’s life and save you a lot of heartache.  
Microchips are read by scanners, which pick up the identification 
code.  There are several different manufacturers of microchips, 
which can be read easily by a universal scanner and traced to the 
owner through the chip company’s database. Local veterinarians, 
kennels, and shelters own universal scanners that can check an 
animal for the presence of a microchip. Your local veterinarians, 
pet supply stores, kennels, and some rescue groups can implant 
the microchip for a reasonable fee. 

Underdog Rescue, Inc., urges pet owners to be aware of 
how important microchipping is in returning lost animals home, 
protecting pets from theft and protecting pets from accidental 
euthanasia.  Underdog Rescue implants microchips in all its 
foster pets and sends every pet home with a collar tag.
